Engine Drivers, Stokers, and Firemen to be described in co
nection with the manufactory, railway, steam.vessel, &c., in which the
are employed.—Egamples: “ Rallway Engine Driver,” ¢ Stoker in Linel
Factory.” *“Engineer” alone is not to be used.
